On 16 November, ECPC will hold its third FACE Workshop on Palliative Care to discuss how to
face the end with dignity

Palliative care, with its focus on management of symptoms, psychosocial support, and assistance with decision
making, has the potential to improve the quality of care and reduce the use of medical services. About 1.7
million people in Europe die from cancer each year, many experiencing severe pain, even though effective
pain medications exist. Cancer patients need Palliative care services. However, palliative care has traditionally
been delivered late in the course of disease to cancer patients hospitalized in the specialized inpatient units or
as a consultative service for cancer patients with uncontrolled symptoms.

As such, ECPC is holding its third FACE workshop to propose that palliative care services must be provided
earlier in the course of the disease. Access to palliative care services isinadequate and inequitable, with
unacceptable variations in care geographically in Europe and even within Member States, across different
demographic groups and patients with different ilinesses and needs. There is particular disparity between

patients with cancer and those suffering from non -malignant conditions. Often it is the case that the best care
is excellent, the worst may be non -existent.

In his keynote address, Health
Commissioner John Dalli highlighted the importance of cancer care in the EU, with 2.5 million Europeans
being diagnosed with cancer each year. Recognising that significant progress is required to ensure that
patients across Europe are guaranteed the same quality of care, he emphasised the European Commission's
commitment to cancer prevention, screening and sharing of infor mation between member states. This
commitment is represented by the European Partnership for Action Against Cancer which aims to reduce
cancer by 15% by 2020. Commissioner Dalli places cancer patients at the centre of the Partnership and is
committed to pr oviding the momentum and energy required for change in approaches to cancer across the
EU.

Guideline implementation for breast healthcare in low -income and middle -income
countries

A special supplement of the Oct. 15 journal Cancer for the first time details guidelines for low - and middle-
income countries to implement breast cancer programs to detect and treat the most common disease among
women worldwide. Guidelines for International Breast Health and Cancer Control Implementation developed
by the Breast Health Global Initiative (BHGI ) outlines a tiered system of resource allocation - based on
countries overall economic status and availability of resources toward early detection, diagnosis, treatment,
and developing an overall breast health program. Other papers contained in the supplement outline how
countries implement programs in breast pathology, radiation treatment, surgery and treatment of locally -
advanced cancer. BHGI, an alliance comprised of a strategic mix of internationally-focused health care
organizations, was founded by Fred Hutchinson Cancer ResearchCenter and Susan G. Komen for the Cure.
